Every child experiences all that happens around him with total awareness. In the first seven
years the child’s brain is like a sponge, taking in all sensory inputs and building his idea of

his surroundings. As long as the environment is safe, the child lears with incredible speed,

However, when the environment is scary or stressful, the child unlearns past learning just
as rapidly.

In the early years of every child’s life, whenever there is shock, violence, fear or pain, these
intense emotions are imprinted deeply into memory.
