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[bookmark: _GoBack]Divisibility by 2 : 		Last digit of the number should be 0,2,4,6,8

Divisibility by 3 : 		sum of the digits of the number should be divisible by 3

Divisibility by 4 : 		sum of the last 2 digits of number should be divisible by 4 

Divisibility by 5: 		Last digit of the number should be 0 or 5.

Divisibility by 6 : 		number is divisible by 2 & 3 both.

Divisibility by 7: 		The number is divisible by 7 if and only if the difference of the 
number of its thousands and the remainder of its division by 1000 
is divisible by 7.

For Example: 473312 is divisible by 7 since the difference between 
473 – 312 = 161 is divisible by 7.

Divisibility by 8 : 		last 3 numbers of the number are divisible by 8

Divisibility by 9: 		sum of the digits of the number should be divisible by 9.

Divisibility by 11: 		A number is divisible by 11 if the difference of the sum of the 
				digits in the odd places and the sum of the digits in the even 
places is zero or is divisible by 11.
OR
The  number is divisible by 11 if and only if the difference of the 
number of its thousands and the remainder of its division by 1000
 is divisible by 11.

For Example: 473385 is divisible by 11 since the difference 
between 473 – 385 = 88 is divisible by 11.

Divisibility by 12 : 		number is divisible by 3 & 4.

Divisibility by 13:  		The integer n is divisible by 13 if and only if the difference of the 
				number of its thousands and the remainder of its division by 1000 
is divisible by 13.

For Example: 473382 is divisible by 13 since the difference 
between 473 – 382 = 91 is divisible by 13.
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
